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CADRE Fellows
 2010-2011

Description:
The Community for Advancing Discovery Research in Education (CADRE), a resource network funded by the National Science Foundation, supports researchers and developers who participate in Discovery Research K-12 (DR K-12) projects on teaching and learning in the science, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM) disciplines. 

CADRE:
· helps grantees to share methods, findings, results, and products, helping to build collaboration around a strong portfolio of STEM education resources, models, and technologies; 
· collects evidence of impact and disseminates contributions of the projects for improving educational practice and policy; and 
· supports the community’s emerging researchers and developers as an essential part of building the capacity for quality research and development within the DR K-12 program and the greater STEM education community.

The CADRE Fellowship, now in its second year, is a capacity building experience for early career researchers and developers to gain exposure to STEM education research and researchers working beyond the Fellow’s particular project and institution, network with colleagues from across the country,  and gain insights into NSF and what it takes to be successful and effective in this work. Fellowship activities include attending the 2010 DR K-12 PI Meeting held December 1-3 in Washington, D.C., participating in a series of calls on topics related to career development, engaging in the content of a special interest group or working group, and contributing content to the CADRE web site. 

As noted by Fellows from prior years,
“I now feel like I am capable of learning more about how to participate in and contribute to the science education community and the NSF science community at large.” 

“Going to the PI meeting last November was a great opportunity and enabled me to meet and network with researchers in my field and in adjacent fields.”

A cohort of up to 10 individuals will be selected to participate for the 2010-2011 year.  Participants will receive a $1,000 stipend to cover travel and lodging for the PI meeting.  Applications must be received by CADRE@edc.org no later than Thursday, September 23, 2010. Nominees and PIs will be notified of CADRE’s decision by Thursday, September 30, 2010.  

Criteria:
1. Applicants must be nominated by a PI on an active DR K-12 grant.
2. Applicants must be able to attend the PI meeting on December 1-3, 2010 in Washington, D.C. 
3. Applicants must be students or early career professionals currently working on a DR K-12 project.
4. Applicants must commit to participating in a SIG or Working Group (ex. Assessment, English Language Learners, Partnerships, Digital Curriculum) or other activities/topics relevant to the DR K-12 community as outlined below.

Components of the Fellowship:
Prior to the meeting:
1. Fellows are invited to join the CADRE web site as well as the Fellows group page and the group for their selected SIG/working group.
2. Fellows network with each other and CADRE staff. They receive an introduction to CADRE, DR K-12, and the NSF. 
3. Fellows learn about the annual PI meeting and how to best take advantage of this opportunity.

At the 2010 DR K-12 PI Meeting:
1. Fellows attend concurrent sessions and relevant SIG or working group meetings and network with presenters and PIs. 
2. Fellows attend Fellows events, including an introductory luncheon and dinner. 

After the meeting:
1. Contribute one posting to a DR K-12 Community Blog within 2 months after the meeting. Each fellow will develop a question on a particularly intriguing issue that emerged at the meeting. They will then write an overview of the topic, provide an initial response, and invite expert commentary. This posting will be open to the entire CADRE community. Fellows are also invited to participate in the postings of other Fellows. 
2. Participate in ongoing CADRE Fellows online forums and other professional development activities for 2010-2011. Potential topics for professional development activities might include:
a. How to write a successful proposal to the NSF
b. How to develop and sustain a successful project
c. Career opportunities
d. Getting published

3. Choose a pathway for contributing to the DR K-12 community for the remainder of the year. This includes one or more of the following: 
a. Develop content or write regular articles or reflective pieces for CADRE web site and newsletter
b. Lead a presentation for a conference call/webinar for the Fellows and/or the entire CADRE community on a topic of your choice (i.e., your DR K-12 project, experiences as graduate student, etc.) 
c. Participate in a CADRE SIG or Working Group (i.e., engaging in online and phone conversations, in person when applicable and possible, and contribute to any products the group produces.)
